	Year 1 
	My Street in Mitcham, England 

Learning in Year 1 builds on the very beginnings of locational awareness as they learn about their street- where it is, what it is called and who their neighbours are. They will begin basic mapping skills, using simple fieldwork and observational skills to look at their local area. Children know that Mitcham is in England, part of the British Isles and this prepares the children for looking at other parts of the UK. 
	(Next Stop)..The World!

This half term the children compare their homes to ones all over the world. The children learn the 7 continents and 5 oceans and they look at Kenya and find out about similarities and differences in their homes and lives. This prepares the children for work on changes over time. 
	                    Making a mark on the world.

 What changes have happened within living memory? What do they tell us about the past? What exciting events can we learn about?



	Travel Detectives  

Building on their geographical knowledge of the last two terms, the children use this to understand how travel has changed in modern memory. The first flight, the rise of cruise ships and the design of sailing boats, builds on knowledge from term 2 and prepares the children for understanding that time doesn’t stand still, time changes and the passage of time allows us to make comparisons about different time periods. 
	

	Year 2 
	My City
Learning in Year 2 builds on their local knowledge as they begin to look at Mitcham as being in Greater London. They learn about the landmarks of London and continue to develop mapping skills based around the River Thames. They look at the other capital cities in the UK and the seas that surround it. They look at the history of the RT and this leads into a project on the GFL which prepares the children for work on Rivers and communities in Y3.

This learning builds on their knowledge of London and looks at how it has changed over time.  They look at the history of the RT and this leads into a project on the GFL which prepares the children for work on Rivers and communities in Y3.

	Year 3 
	Our Community
· Learning in Year 3 builds on children’s knowledge of place as the children begin to think of Mitcham as being made up of lots of different communities, based around ethnicity, religion, sport and work. They will develop their understanding of Rivers and that people often settle around rivers. This prepares the children for an in depth study of the Anglo Saxons – a local settlement study – looking at the work of Harold Bidder during his numerous excavations in and around Mitcham.

This unit concentrates on Rainforests, looking at parts of the world that have Rainforests, the ecosystems and communities that exist in and around them.

	The Anglos Saxon Kingdom of England – to the time of Edward the Confessor and a comparison with Benin



This historical unit uncovers the mysteries of the Benin Kingdom and the people’s belief in a creator God called Osanobua. How does the Anglo Saxon Kingdom compare? Children will look at the similarities and differences, building on their local knowledge in the Autumn Term. 
	

	Year 4 
	Home…..
By year 4, the children are building on their understanding of Mitcham being a suburban town that has a rich history. They will compare that with places that they have been to which have been very different. How did we all arrive in Mitcham? What did our journeys here look like? What is the difference between rural and urban and how has land use changed over time?  This prepares them for a wider look at the differences and similarities of our planet. 
	… & Away (Mountains, Volcanoes & Earthquakes)
How do communities exist if they are near a volcano or on a tectonic plate (earthquake zone). How big is Mount Everest? 

Children will look at case studies from the Royal Geological Society before making their own earthquake proof structure and making comparisons with where we live. 
	
Great Builders! (The Egyptians) 
Ancient Egypt (possible interesting comparison with Ancient Suma)

The Egyptians chose to settle in fertile river plains and developed sophisticated agriculture, religion and political systems, next to the River Nile. Children build on their knowledge of Rivers and the idea that communities build around a River both for trade and agriculture. What was so great about the Ancient Egyptians? This prepares the children for a look at the Silk Road (Summer) bringing with them knowledge of trade and place. But also for the historical study in Year 5 – The Greeks  - and how they ruled their civilization and left a lasting impact. 


	Traders: The Kazakhstan Silk Road – Trade links & a comparison with the UK

Children are bringing with them knowledge of communities, land use and how many things change over time. (people and the world). The study of the Silk Road builds on their knowledge of The World, location, place and the passage of time) 

The Silk Road was a network of trade routes that linked Asia with Europe. Traders and travellers began using the Silk Road more than 2,000 years ago. It remained in use until the late Middle Ages. Today, a small part of the old route is a paved highway between Pakistan and China.



	

	Year 5 
	Our Planet 


Builds on in Year 5, the children will be looking at the Mitcham as being on a planet. Where are we in relation to other planets? But what do we know about how the world’s resources are used? How are these distributed? And what can we learn that will help us in the future? The children look at all the major Biomes and think about the impact of recent climate events on different parts of the planet. They learn about different times zones and positional geography such as longitude and latitude. This prepares for Year 6 where the children carry on the thread of equity and fairness. 

	Life on Mars? 


How could life on Mars take place? And, why would it need to? This study looks at Mars as comparison to our planet as part of a wider ‘Space’ study. This brings together- and builds on work done previously around the environment and sustainability.  
	Great Thinkers! (The Greeks) 

Building on the idea that Romans were great builders, or that the world was shaped and formed by talented engineers and thinkers, the children will study Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world. This prepares the children for looking at other more recent thinkers of their time; Charles Darwin– amongst others. (Biome study arctic & Tundra)

	Year 6 
	The Caribbean & the Windrush 

By Year 6, the children will have a good understanding that they are an important part of a number of communities and that they come from Mitcham. They will be aware that they have responsibilities as part of their community and they will begin to think about people who have affected by change and how and why they these changes happen within our community, our wider societies and in different parts of the world. This learning prepares them for the topic on Windrush. 
Children study the story of The Windrush, building on knowledge that influencers come from all walks of society and all parts of the world.  This prepares the children for up- coming work on the school carnival. 


	Great Reformers (Crime & Punishment) 

As we approach the end of KS2, we look at who the great reformers were and how crime, and punishment changed throughout the periods studied before. 

This unit builds on – and draws from – previous learning from different historical periods and allows the children to consider the following themes and how they have changed over time:

Justice
Fairness
Democracy 
Rights
